Le “Danze Sinfoniche” (omaggio a Bellini) op. 26 per grande
orchestra sono state composts nel 1990 su commissione del Teatro
Massimo Bellini di Catania per il suo centenario ed in occasione del
II° Festival Belliniano @ hanno ottenuto un successo trionfale.

Nel 1994, all'Auditorium Santa Cecilia in Roma, & stata
straordinarlamente accolta da pubblico e critica la prima
esecuzione assoluta del “Concerto op.

Barbierl. Il 1997 & stato I'anno della prima assoluta di "Toccata,
Adagio @ Fuga” op. 36 per orchestra d'archi, e del “Doppio
Concarto” op. 37 per vielino, pianoforte ed orchestra d'archi, al
teatro Nazionale Megaron di Atene, nella brillante esecuzione del
duo Stefanla Mormone - Sergei Krylov, con I'orche-
stra “la Camerata”, Friends of Music, di Atene diretta da
Algxander Myrat. Uentusiasmo per il "Doppio Concerto” si 8 ripe-

Ser0io Callgari - pianst and composer

Born In Resario, Argentina, he lived for several years in the
United States before becoming an Malian citizen in 1974 and
sattling in Rome.

Since the age of thirteen he has appeared as pianist in recitals
and with orchestras in the most prestigious halls of Argentina, the
United States, and Western Europe and several of his concerts
have been breadcasted by the BBC, the Bayerischer Rundtunk, and
other radio networks across the world. Calligaris has been a
member of the piano faculty of the Cleveland Institute of Music, the
Caiifornia State University of Los Angeles, and the Italian State
Conservatories in Naples, Pescara and L'Aquila. He has recorded
for EMU/His Masters Voice, Classico Records, Orion Records in Los
Angels, as well as for Ente dello Spettacolo and Agora. Many of his
recordings have won awards from publications such as New
Records, Bilboard, La Nazione (Firenze) and Stereopiay (Rom). He is
frequently invited to judge major international and italian competi-
tions. Serglo Calligaris, a piano prodigy, was equally precocious in
ravealing his gift for composition. The solid technique developed in
hig formative ysars was to serve him well when he turned his
major attention to composition.

His music since 1878 has reached a new intensity of expression;
after more than twenty years devoted solely to concertizing, he
returned, almost unintentionally, to composition, abandoned in his
sarly youth. The oppertunity was offered him in 1878 by a work
"1 Quaderno Pianistico di Renzo (Piano Album for Renzo) which is
Intended as a musical homage inspired by a brotherly friendship.

Only a lew ysars were to pass befors this work and all his
subssquent production, received the admiration of the public and
the most discerning international critics alike, which has made
Sorgio Calligaris one of the most frequently performed

composers in the world.

Basic to Calligaris’ musical language is the opposition of what
ona reviewsr termed the "dithyrambic” (the impassioned, wild or
boisterous) and the “elegiac” or plaintive.

These superbly crefted, harmonically sophisticated compositions
have been perfomed throughout Western Europe, Russia and Asia.

The "Tre Madrigali”, chorsographed by Vittorio Biagi, have
been programmed in important theatres such as the Lyon Opera,
the Teatro Massimo in Palermo, the Petruzzelli in Bari, the

Argentina in Rome as well as the Malian Television Networks.
With this composition, in 1985, Calligaris attended with great
success at the "Halia Prire”, representing the Malian National
network. In 1880, commissioned by the “Bellini” Teatrs Massimo
of Catania for its centsnary, he composed the "Danze Sinfoniche
(omaggio a Bellini)” op. 28 for large orchestra, premiered with
extraordinary success at the 2nd Festival Belliniane.

In 1884, at the Auditorium Santa Cecliia in Rome, to the first
world performance by Sergio Calligaris of his “Concerto op, 29"
for piano and orchestra,directed by Massimo De Bernart, was
accorded an extraordinary welcoms by public and critics alike.
The following performance, played by the Albanian Radio and
Television Symphony Orchestra, with the compeser himself at the
piano and Vittorio Parisi on the podium, and executed at the RAI
Concert Hall in Naples, was broadcasted on Channel 3 of RAl in the
musical review "1 Concerti di Rai 3”. In 1938 the “Concerto op.
29" obtained great success when performed for the first time in
Asia at Manila Main Theatrs, with Calligaris at the piano and the
Philippine National Philharmenic Orchestra, with Ruggero Barbieri
on the podium. 1937 saw the premiére of “Toccata, Adagio e Fuga™
0p. 38 for string orchestra, and of "Dopplo Concerto” op. 37 for
violin, piano and string orchestra, which was performed at the
Megaron Theatre in Athens, superbly performed by Stefania
Mormone, piano, and Sergel Krylov, vielin, with "La Camerata”
Friends of Music Orchestra of Athens, conducted by Alsxandsr
Myrat. This great public and critical acclaim was obtained again in
1998 by the performance of “Doppie Concerto” op. 37 at the
world renown Colén Theatrs in Buenos Aires, once again with
Mormone, Krylov and the Symphony Orchestra of Buenos Aires,
conducted by Garcia Navarro. Particularly effective was the pre-
miers in Milan in 1999 at Palamzina Liberty, featuring Mormone-
Krylov and the Camera Orchestra “Milano Classica”, with
Massimiliano Caldi on the podium. One of Calligaris’ most recent
works is "Sonata op. 38" for clarinet and piano, performed with
extraordinary success from the public and the press by Dimitri
and Viadimir Ashkenazy whom the work is dedicated.

In 2004 he was nominated “international Musician of the Year”,
This prestigious award, given only to the most outstanding musi-
cians, has been given to Sergio Calligaris by the “international
Biographilcal Centre” of Cambridge decreed by the "Ressach and
Advisory Board” who regnized the importance of his activities in
the international musical workl.
